Signe Byrge Sørensen is a four-time Oscar® nominee for producing The Act of Killing (nominated Best Documentary Feature 2014), The Look of Silence (nominated Best Documentary Feature 2016) and Flee (nominated Best Documentary Feature and Best Animated Feature 2022). She was nominated for the Producer’s Guild Award for The Look of Silence and Flee and won Cinema Eye Awards for all three films. She also produced Joshua Oppenheimer’s fiction debut, the Golden Age musical, THE END, starring Tilda Swinton and Michael Shannon, which premiered at Telluride and at Toronto Int. Film Festival in 2024.

Signe Byrge Sørensen has been a producer since 1998. She began in SPOR Media in 1998, moved to Final Cut Productions ApS in 2004 and co-founded Final Cut for Real ApS in 2009. While at SPOR Media she was the Danish co-producer for Steps for the Future. She holds an MA in International Development Studies and Communication Studies from Roskilde University, Denmark, 1998 (1st). She is a graduate of EURODOC (2003), EAVE (2010), ACE (2018) and Inside Pictures (2022). 

In 2014 Signe Byrge Sørensen received the Roos Award, which acknowledges an extraordinary contribution to Danish documentary film, and the Timbuktu Prize, which recognizes critical and investigative journalistic approaches. In 2016 she received the IB Award given by the Danish Directors’ Association.
